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As a Feng Shui practitioner, people often ask me
about the symbolism of particular artifacts. In the
beginning I said Chinese images of frogs, dragons or
even snakes or Ba Gua mirrors (the fabled ‘Aspro’ of
Feng Shui), have nothing to do with Feng Shui.

But the questions persisted, so it was behoven on me
to learn more about these symbols and investigate
whether or not they really are a part of Feng Shui.

What I discovered really got me thinking, as I realised
that these fabled symbols are as much a part of
Chinese culture as fried rice, Cheung Sam’s or I
Ching coins.

In my quest for knowledge I spent some months
researching the Feng Shui of Melbourne’s Chinatown
where I learnt that a well-placed Ba Gua mirror or a
pair of Temple Lions are placed to not only ward off
sha qi (negative energy), they also make the building
more auspicious, protect the owner and most
importantly make them feel happier and more
protected.
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Tales of Chinese Symbolism

My colleagues often argued with me that Ba Gua
mirrors are not part of Feng Shui, then I’d meet a
client who had a set of Temple Lions in their
window, placed there by a previous consultant, to
ward off evil influences.

I once went to visit a Feng Shui Master and
discovered, after knocking on his front door, I
was ushered around the back to a more
auspicious entrance.

As I walked off, I noticed a Chinese Luo Pan (a
compass and accompanying Feng Shui
‘calculator’) in the window next to the door,
placed there to deflect sha qi. Upon entering
the more auspicious side door, I was confronted
by at least a dozen Qilin, the Chinese Unicorn,
placed to absorb any residual negative energy.

So how could I deny it when with my own eyes I
saw experts in the field using these symbols?

I concluded that these symbols are a powerful
force of imagery, used to create a feeling of
peace and protection, wealth and good luck.
The mind is all powerful: What we imagine we
can achieve.

Often my clients actually ask me for a specific
item such as a dragon, for instance, as they’ve
heard of their ‘magical’ qualities and want to
experience them first hand…Also, it’s simply
because they like the statue.

The ones who ask aren’t necessarily Chinese
either. Many Westerners are embracing all
aspects of Chinese culture and have taken a
liking to Feng Shui-related items.

When they ask me what I recommend, I ask
them what is their intended purpose, for using
the power of the correct object gives it greater
strength.

Also, I advise them to ensure the item
represents the correct element required to be
placed in a specified area of the house. Often,
it’s not only the actual statue, but what element
it represents that’s important.

For instance, in traditional Fei Xing Feng Shui
(Flying Stars), we look at the mountain and
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and water stars. If we need to provide support for a
mountain star, which represents health and
relationships (which requires stillness, or a
‘mountain’) we can use a heavy statue.

The statue, of course, needs to be the right shape to
be most effective

Water is the most effective for generating wealth, it
should be moving water, not a stagnant pond for
instance, and its location should also be on the
prominent water star for best results.

You don't necessarily need a dragon or frog in your
house or business, you may choose another statue
that has meaning to you.

Take a look at the objects you already have in your
home or business. What imagery do they invoke for
you? Are they reminders of good times? Do they
make you feel happy? Don’t hold onto anything that
doesn’t make you feel good!

In Feng Shui we want to generate Sheng qi (the best
energy). As long as an object is beautiful, it
generates Sheng qi.

You can use the power of symbolism to enhance the
Feng Shui of your home or business, to bring you
introduce technology at home, and to the students
themselves and how they can use technology to aid
their learning.

I once saw a photo of a famous businessman’s
office. Right near his desk, facing towards any
employee or visitor to the room, was a fearsome
looking Polar Bear! Now what sort of message does
that imply?!
